In 2003, me and my now deceased friend Dr. David Kraft, in cooperation
with the Niprstek Museum in Prague, prepared an exhibition on “Czechs
In America”. At the same time, we published a catalogue, the first edition of
which sold out fairly quickly. Thanks to the support of the U.S. Embassy in
Prague, and on the occasion of the Czechoslovak Centennial Anniversary it
was possible to prepare a rather extended re-edition of this book.

The book is aimed at the wide public with the intention to provide basic
information on our mutual Czech (Czechoslovak) — American relations over
the course of nearly five hundred years.

Cesi odchazeli do svéta i v dobach, kdy pouta feuddlniho rezimu nedovolova-
la volny pohyb obyvatel. Prvni pocetnéjsi exodus lze zaznamenat uz za husit-
skych vélek, kdy do exilu odeslo nékolik set predstavitelt katolického kléru.
P¥imo osudovym pro Ceské zemé se pak stal odchod pobélohorskych exulan-
tl, kdy podle odhada dobovych prament z ndbozenského presvédéeni opus-
tilo domov na tficet tisic rodin a jednotlived, ¢itajicich snad az dvé sté tisic
osob. Reformni usili Josefa II. pfineslo i prvni pokus o prévni Gpravu vysté-
hovalectvi v podobé patentu z roku 1784. Avsak teprve revolu¢ni rok 1848
a jeho dusledky znamenaly zdsadni obrat v charakteru ¢eského vystéhova-
lectvi: uvolnénim feuddlnich pout bylo lidem poprvé umoznéno odchdzet
dobrovolné a dominantni pfi¢inou se staly pohnutky socidlni a ekonomické,
i kdyz ani dfivéjsi priciny ndbozenské a politické nevymizely uplné.

INTRODUCTION

The migration of people is a universal phenomenon that has accompanied
mankind since the very inception of human history. There are countries that,
because of their political set up, economic prosperity, cultural development
or other factors, have become more attractive as destinations. On the other
hand, some countries have been burdened with a steady outflow of its inha-
bitants for centuries. The Czech lands more likely belong to the second ca-
tegory. The very geographical location from time immemorial predestined
the fate of Czechs to be exposed from all directions to the influence of their
powerful neighbors, to permanently live at the crossroads of commercial rou-
tes from north to south or from west to east, therefore becoming the witness
and actor of the clashes of many nations, cultures, religious influences and po-
litical ideologies.

Only a few European nations were hit by emigration so badly, no matter
whether under this term we understand a voluntary departure or a forced one,
a so-called exile. Paradoxically, the Czechs emigrated even at times when the
bonds of the feudal system regularly did not allow the free movement of inha-
bitants. The first major exodus can be recorded during the Hussite wars when
several hundred members of the Catholic clergy left for exile. Truly fateful for
the Czech lands was the exile of the post-White Mountain Battle refugees. Ac-
cording to historical estimations around thirty thousand families and indivi-
duals left their homes. Emperor Joseph II and his reform movement brought
the first legal framework for emigration in the form of the Patent of 1784. But
it was only the revolution of 1848 and its impact that caused radical change
in the character of Czech emigration: relieving the feudal bonds, thus enabling
for the first time one to leave voluntarily, and the dominant causes were social
and economic although the earlier religious and political causes did not com-
pletely disappear. It is symptomatic for the circumstances in Austria and the si-
tuation of the Czechs that during this initial period of mass emigration it was
especially the Czech lands that were affected by this phenomenon. And no
less symptomatic is the fact that it was the United States where the majority
of Czechs were leaving for.

Most Czechs realized that the life that was waiting for them in America
would be far from romantic. They suspected that it would be a rather difficult

Jména
jako Charles Crane, Gutzon Borglum, Fiorello LaGuardia, John H. Lathrop

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struggle for survival. Despite this, they were leaving in the hope of a better fu-
ture, to a country that was promising them political and religious freedom,
to a country that was about to transform them into full-fledged and self-con-
fident individuals. Just because of this they were grateful to their new home-
land, just because of this they brought Her their knowledge, their talent, their
skills. The majority of them did not achieve success, recognition and richness.
Those who did manage to accomplish it formed but a small minority. The
overwhelming majority ended up as factory or workshop laborers in big ci-
ties, as farmers on the endless prairies. They all deserve our thanks. Even du-
ring their everyday travails, they did not forget their origins. From their small
earnings they contributed when the old homeland was in need. Thousands
of dollars were sent to Bohemia to support the first and the second resistan-
ce movements and later for the fight against Communism, was not the only
thing they sacrificed for their old homeland. Some of them or their sons gave
their lives for the country of their fathers. They were also distant representati-
ves of the Czech nation, and through their acts, and their success, they gained
recognition not just for themselves but for their brothers and sisters across
the ocean. They contributed to change the American perception of those who
were originally pejoratively referred to as “Bohunks”, they helped their nation
to gain valuable new friends, friends who without a word joined the Czechs
in their support to build democracy in a small country in the heart of Euro-
pe. Names such as Charles R. Crane, Gutzon Borglum, Fiorello LaGuardia,
John H. Lathrop and many others who are hidden under the term “American
friends” and nearly unknown in the Czech Republic, should today be carved
in letters of gold as the names of the many American Czechs who many times
did not receive a single word of thanks for their activities and contributions
towards the old country.

The United States of America was mainly considered by Czechs to be
a country of freedom and democracy, and a land of opportunities. Here Czech
businessmen, politicians and journalists gained new experience. Here Czech
artists came for inspiration. Such cultural enrichment, however, was not uni-
lateral. Thanks to Her open arms America received and enjoyed the best
of Czech artists, and the Czech nation left its elite scientific, entrepreneu-
rial or sporting potential in America. With this in mind we should evaluate
Czech — American relations, and with this in mind we—Czechs and America-
ns—should cultivate their future development.

FIRST CONTACTS WITH AMERICA
AND THE BEGINNINGS OF CZECH EMIGRATION TO AMERICA

“An account of the new lands and the New World of which we have had
no knowledge and have heard nothing” (Spis 0 novych zemiech a o Novém
svété, o némzto jsme prve Zddné zndmosti neméli ani kdy co sljchali) represents
the first Czech-language writing on America. It was the Czech translation
of a letter from Amerigo Vespucci describing his third voyage to the New
World, addressed to Lorenzo de Medici. The translation of 1506 was the
work of the Pilsner bookbinder of Slovak origin Mikul4s Bakald# Stétina, who
abbreviated the letter and included information in it from other sources of
that period.

For another two centuries the knowledge of America was very limited, dis-
torted and often romantic. The first image of America in Bohemia is a fresco
in the Wallenstein Palace in Prague (to- (8 ; - I :

During his travels through Euro-
pe in 1642 he allegedly offered Comenius the position of President of Har-
vard College. Comenius decided instead to work in Sweden but even after
that they corresponded regularly. Today the name of Komensky is borne by
a small city in Wisconsin the majority of the population of which is formed

by the Winnebago Indians.

As a member of the expedition headed by Sir Richard Grenville, the Czech-
-Jewish metallurgist Joachim Gaunz (Gaunze, Gans) spent several months
in 1585 in the region of present-day Virginia and North Carolina. The details
about him are still unknown, but he himself claimed a Bohemian origin. Du-
ring his stay in Germany he, an already well-renowned expert on mining and
metallurgy, was invited to England from where he finally undertook an ex-
pedition to America. In an attempt to find precious metals, he analyzed the
minerals on Roanoke Island. His metallurgical workshop, the traces of which
archeologists have succeeded in locating, was presumably the first scientific la-
boratory on the soil of the future United States. Roanoke was intended to be-
come the nucleus of an English colony. However, the first colonists to settle
there, disappeared without a trace, leaving only the vestiges of their settle-
ment. At that time, the island and the closest mainland were inhabited by the
Algonquin Indians.

The first historically recorded Czech to settle on the territory of the pre-
sent-day United States was Augustin Hefman (1621 or 1623 — 1686). He is
thought to have been born either in Prague or Mseno; his date of birth, too,
remains unclear. He left Bohemia as a small boy, together with numerous exi-

Apart from Augustin Hefman, as early as the 17" century other Czech
exiles resided on the territory of today’s New York State. Among the best
known was Bedfich Filip (1626-1702), also called Frederick Philipse (Fe-
lipsen, Flypsen, Filypsen or Philipsen). He was born into a Protestant family
which, upon emigrating from Bohemia, settled in Holland and subsequent-
ly, in 1658, in New York. A skilled carpenter by profession who had arrived
in America destitute, Philipse managed to accumulate great wealth here. One
of the two residences he had built for himself was later purchased by the city
of Yonkers, which installed in it a Town Hall. Reputedly, George Washington
himself had sought the hand of Philipse’s lovely granddaughter Marie; how-

ever, she rejected his proposal of marriage. To this day, the name of Frederick
Philipse is recalled in the name of a town in New York State — Phillipsburg.

A permanent trace on North American soil has been left by the Moravian
Brethren. These descendants of the Bohemian Brethren who had fled reli-
gious persecution in Bohemia by seeking refuge first in Saxony, shortly af-
terwards reached America. They settled in America in 1735. Here, the first
twenty families settled first in Georgia. However, due to unrest among the
settlers, they decided to move on, in 1740, to Pennsylvania. There, in the
valley of the Lehigh River, they built their first meeting house — the Ge-
meindhouse as well as a church. Their patron, Graf von Zinzendorf, visi-
ted the community in 1741 and named it Bethlehem. As early as 1750,
they numbered around 800. Bethlehem became the center of the Moravian
Brethren’s missionary work among the Native Americans. Eventually, many
other Moravian communities — among them Lititz, Nazareth and Gnaden-
hutten — sprang up in various parts of the United States. The Moravian
Brethren were renowned not only as successful missionaries, but in Bethle-
hem they also founded the first women’s college in the United States. They
also introduced into America the tradition of the distinctive “Moravian” or-
gan music. Thus, they can be credited with acquainting America with many
Czech and European composers.
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John Gottlieb Ernestus Heckewelder (1743—1823) patfil k nejzndmejsim
misiondfim cirkve Moravskych bratfi.

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John Gottlieb Ernestus Heckewelder (1743—1823) was one of the most
outstanding missionaries of the Moravian Church. He was born in Bedford,
England, but his father had arrived there from Moravia, and after a brief so-
journ in Herrnhut, Saxony his father and the family settled in England. John
later moved to Bethlehem, Pennsylvania. Heckewelder’s missionary work was
carried on mostly in Pennsylvania, Ohio and Canada. He worked among
the Native American tribes, including the Delawares (the Lenape), Mohe-
gans and the tribes forming a part of the Iroquois Confederacy. To this day,
his book is considered a valuable source of information on the life of the Na-
tive Americans of the Northeast.

Antonin Dignovity (Dignowity, 1810-1875), born in Kank near the
town of Kutnd Hora, belonged to the small group of Czech émigrés that
settled in the United States even before 1848. He had fled to the United Sta-
tes in 1832, escaping persecution for his participation in the uprising of 1830
in Poland. He traveled through twenty-six American states, improved the co-
tton gin, and undertook an expedition to the
territory of the Creek Indians to study their
language and customs. He participated in the
struggle for the independence of Texas and be-
came a friend of Samuel Houston. He admired
American democracy, but did not cease being
interested in his native land. His book Bohe-
mia under the Austrian Despotism published in
1857 is presumably the first anti-Austrian pu-
blication to be printed in the United States.
Dignovity died in San Antonio, where he had
worked as a physician until his death. He left

stigation that a number of priests were summoned from Bohemia to America,
where they then served Czech immigrants throughout the United States.

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Karel A. Postl (1793-1864), better known as Charles Sielsfield, was a pro-
minent writer who had been born in Popice near Znojmo in Moravia. Alongside
James Fenimore Cooper, he was a pioneer of American adventure novels in 19th-
-century Europe. After completing his secondary studiesin Znojmo, Postl studied
philosophy in Prague, where he was a student of the enlightened Czech philoso-
pher Bernard Bolzano and where he later studied theology. In 1814, having been
ordained a priest, he entered the monastery of the Knights of the Cross. However,
owing to his close contacts with the Prague Freemasons and his enlightened views,
he decided to leave the Teutonic Order. To avoid possible persecution by Count
Metternich’s police regime, he fled, in 1823, via Zurich to the United States, di-
sembarking in New Orleans. In 1825, he set out on a journey across the coun-
try, a result of which was his book 7he United States of North America as They
Are, published in London in 1827. In that same year in London, another of his
works was printed. Called Austria as It Is: or Sketches of Continental Courts, it was
a crushing indictment of the Austrian police regime. Along with numerous re-
portages on America that appeared in print in Germany, he wrote and published
in 1829 his first novel Zokeah or the White Rose, which depicted the hopeless stru-
ggle of a Native American tribe forced far to the west by white colonists. In 1835,
another of his writings on America appeared — this time in Switzerland — under
the title 7he Cabin Book, or Life in Téxas. He took part in an expedition of pio-
neers to the prairies, an experience which gave rise to his second novel Nazhan,
der Squatter-Regulator published in 1837. Sielsfield was also a journalistand a po-
litical adviser to Joseph Bonaparte, the elder brother of the Emperor Napoleon.
In 1858, hesettled permanently in Switzerland. Charles Sielsfield was instrumen-
tal in introducing into European literature the subjects of the prairie and the Na-
tive Americans. He also proved to be an excellent observer of American political
life. He admired American democracy, and was therefore all the more critical of
his native Austria’s reactionary character and lack of freedom.

Only temporarily, yet in a very active manner did the Czech lapidary, tra-
veler and adventurer Cenék Paclt (1813-1887) of Turnov stay in the USA.
He toured the United States intermittently between 1846—1857. During his
stay he took part in the Mexican — American war for Texas, he also became
a member of the military expedition to fight Seminole Indians in Florida.
Then he toured large parts of the United States, but in 1857 he left Ame-
rica for good. He admired the rapid growth of the USA, but he was critical
as well, especially towards the cruel treatment of the Indians by the whites
“in the name of culture” but in reality, because of their yearning for land.

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dest son. Then, from his first earnings in America, that individual would defray
the transportation costs for the rest of his family. At the beginning, the emigra-
tion fever infected mainly the most destitute underdeveloped industrial regions,
but very soon it rapidly spread throughout virtually all of Bohemia and Moravia.
In the course of the first three decades of the 19th century, Czech emigration ac-
counted for some 80 percent of the total emigration from Austria.

A considerable percentage of the Czech emigrants consisted of young men
who, by illegally emigrating to America, were able to evade military conscrip-
tion in their home country. The outcome of the ever-cheaper ship passages
and the development of the shipping industry was that by the 1870s even the
poorest social strata — farm laborers and the urban proletariat — began lea-
ving for the United States. A not negligible percentage of such emigrants were
young women who would pay their fares from their dowries, then would find
employment as maids in wealthy American families. The so-called “mail-or-
der bride” system, too, spread among the Czechs settled in the United States.
Reluctant to marry women of other nationalities, these men would send ad-
vertisements to Bohemia, offering to defray the travel expenses of their futu-
re brides, whom they had usually never met. A category in itself was that of
the Czech Socialists, who in Austria in the 1870s were being subjected to po-
litical persecution. A number of prominent exponents of the Czech Socialist
movement, among them Lev ]. Palda, Franta Choura, Norbert Zoula and Jo-
sef Boleslav Pecka, emigrated to the United States.

Emigration is inseparably connected with the propaganda activities of Ame-
rican railway companies that lured the immigrants to settle down on their lands
using hundreds of maps, posters and booklets. No less an important role was
the one played by the agents of emigration and ship transportation compa-
nies. It was they who had the decisive share in distributing information about
America. Their posters and booklets reached even the most remote villages.

One of the first Czechs employed as a shipping company agent was Alois
Kares$ (1825-1885), a Czech agent of the North German Lloyd’s steamship
company in Bremen, Germany. Another well-known agent was Josef Pastor
(1841-1899). He emigrated to the United States in 1866. At first, he made his
living as an editor of the Chicago-published Czech journal Pokrok (Progress).
Later, he opened an emigration office in Hamburg, Germany. After the Mc-
Kinley Tariff was imposed in 1891, the Czech pearl button manufactory in the
south-eastern Bohemian town of Zirovnice was hit by a sales crisis. Pastor was
instrumental in arranging for the emigration of large numbers of the plant’s
